1 cup wholemeal SR flour


 ½ cup brown sugar 


2 eggs, lightly beaten 


300g mixed berry yoghurt


 ½ punnet strawberries 


½ cup vegetable oil 


A pinch of cinnamon 





1. Preheat oven to 180°C 


2. In a large bowl mix all ingredients together until just combined


3. Pour mixed into greased muffin tins 


4. Bake in pre-heated oven for 20 minutes or until a skewer inserted into the centre comes out clean 


5. Allow muffins to stand for 10 minutes and remove from tin

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Dear Parents and Caregivers,





Welcome to all of our families to 2011. We have had a busy start to the year with many new children starting at Iddy Biddy as well as children who have transitioned from Pre-Kindy. We hope all the new adjustments have been as smooth as possible as children & families get to know our room routines and we get to know you and your children. 





We have enjoyed many festive activities over the holiday period celebrating Christmas, Diwali Festival, Australia Day & Chinese New Year. Throughout these celebrations we engaged in various experiences including Christmas present making for our families, decorating our classroom with art work for the Diwali Festival, making flags and discussing native animals for Australia Day and cooking Chinese Fried Rice for Chinese New Year. 





As the school term has commenced our program has held a focus on Communication & Language and Behaviour Management. Daily discussions for Language include listening and sounding out the beginning sound of the days of the week and months of the year. Children are encouraged to use verbal communication as their preference over non-verbal communication. Our behaviour management expectations in the Kindy room link very closely with the curriculum topic “Grace & Courtesy”. Children are involved in setting behaviour guidelines and as a group we all remind each other that we walk inside, we use inside voices, our chairs go under the table, we pack away our work when we have finished and we must be invited before entering somebody’s individual work space.  





Most parents will be aware that we have introduced drink bottles to our room. Due to the weather, we felt it necessary to keep a closer watch on children’s fluid intake. All children continue to have access to the drinking fountain located in our room so if you forget to pack a drink bottle, there is no need to worry. Please clearly label your child’s bottle and if you choose to fill the bottle prior to coming to the centre, the bottle must only contain water. Our centre policy for “Health & Nutrition” states that we primarily offer water to our children in care. 





Our programming window is located next to the door as you enter our classroom. We welcome all parent suggestions and look forward to hearing your feedback, so please see a staff member if you have any ideas that may be of value for our program.
